Salt Making Experience

Okunoto Salt Farm Village; Michino-eki Suzu

“Agehama-style” salt making, which dates
back over 400 years in Noto, and aims to
disseminate its culture. The Agehama-style is
a technique used in salt-making. Seawater is
spread across an area of sand called a salt field
and left to evaporate in the sun. The concen-
trated seawater is then boiled in a caldron to
obtain the salt crystals. This facility allows you
to experience a part of this traditional salt
making. The salt made with old-fashioned
wisdom and techniques contains abundant
minerals and has a mild taste.

Suzu ware is a type of pottery that was
produced mainly in Suzu City, Noto from
the latter half of the 12th to the end of
the 15th centuries. The practice was then
subsequently revived in the 1970s. The
pottery is produced using local earth that
is rich iniron and then baked with no
glaze applied. This creates a rough matte
texture and a chic gray-black color. In the
experience, you will use a potter’s wheel
and make a shape by hand. With 1 kg of
clay, itis possible to create a large plate or
two to three small plates or bowls.
