Kansai International Airport won the 2021 Outstanding Civil Engineering
Achievement (OCEA) Award in the Group-2 category from Japan Society
of Civil Engineers (JSCE) for its disaster resilience improvement project,
an initiative to recover from damages caused by Typhoon Jebi in
September 2018.

The JSCE OCEA Award (Group-2) is granted to milestone projects
recognized for their remarkable contributions to the advancement of civil
engineering technology and the development of society. In the KIX
disaster resilience enhancement project, measures were taken not
only to avoid wave overtopping during typhoons but to keep airport
functioning in the event of unexpected flooding, utilizing up-to-date
data obtained through scientific analysis of the damage caused by
Typhoon Jebi. Despite the constraints of implementing the project at the
airport in operation, the Company finished, within a short period of three
years, the large-scale construction work of building up the height of
seawalls stretching over 6 km and installing breakwaters on shorelines
spanning 4.7 km.

JGC Holdings Corporation, REVO International Inc., and Kansai Airports
concluded a basic agreement to cooperate in the supply of waste edible oil
from restaurants and other sources at the Kansai Airports Group’s three
airports as a feedstock for the production of sustainable aviation fuel (SAF).

In the SAF production project, JGC Holdings, REVO International, and Cosmo
QOil plan to begin the first domestic large-scale commercial production of SAF
at the Cosmo Oil Sakai Refinery in Sakai City, Osaka. The annual production
capacity is expected to be on the level of 30,000 kiloliters, with the first
commercial supply beginning in 2025, when the “Expo 2025 Osaka, Kansai,
Japan” will be held and people’s interest in SDGs will grow further.

In October 2022, Kansai Airports became a member of “ACT FOR SKY,” a
voluntary organization that works to commercialize, promote, and expand the
use of domestically produced SAF. By joining the organization, the Group will
further strengthen its activities for the promotion and expansion of SAF,
together with other members. The Kansai Airports Group is committed to
engaging in diverse activities to reduce environmental impact, including the
use of renewable energy and hydrogen, under the long-term target set out to
decrease greenhouse gas emissions to net zero by 2050.

Terminal. The Terminal provide a pleasant space with restaurants, retail
shops, a hotel and an observation area so that travelers can better
enjoy their time at the airport. ITAMI re-opened on August 5, 2020 after
the first major renovation in about 50 years.
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Wide-open observation deck close to the runways

The fourth floor of the ITAMI passenger terminal building has wood deck 400
meters- long with an area of 7,700 square meters total. From this stylish obser-
vation deck, passengers can watch aircraft landing and take off right in front of
them. There are also shops, restaurants and a garden containing plants from all
over the world. At night, the deck is beautifully illuminated so passengers can
continue to enjoy of the view.
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Development of green areas around the airport

Due to its urban location, coexisting with the nearby community is an
important matter for ITAMI. Consequently, the facility is working to minimize
aircraft noise and improve living conditions by developing buffer green areas,
parks and other spaces between the airport and nearby residential areas. Some
of these areas contain rest areas, playgrounds and observation decks from
which visitors can view aircraft take off and landing. As a result, they have
become a well-loved source of relaxation and recreation for local residents.
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ITAMI grand re -opening
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Osaka International Airport (ITAMI) re-opened on August 5, 2020 after
the first major renovation in about 50 years.

With the opening of Japan’s first walk-through commercial space in the
domestic gate area after security of the North and South Terminals, the
airport provides passengers with a new experience of walking around
while enjoying shopping.
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The walk-through commercial area will take passengers from the security checkpoint to the boarding area.

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North Parking Structure

The parking guidance system monitors the occupancy and availability of each
parking space. The VMS at the entrance allows for greater visibility of congestion
within the parking area, enhancing convenience and comfort for drivers.
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Rental Car Station

Now rental cars can be rented and returned directly at the Terminal Building,
greatly improving user convenience.
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Bicycle share station

A new bicycle share station has been installed in the South Bicycle Parking Area .
There are several docking stations located around the city, so you can pick up
and drop off a bicycle anytime, anywhere.

*This new service at ITAMI is part of the bicycle share scheme introduced on an experimental basis in Toyonaka
since November 2019.

Pedestrian deck

In July 2021, ITAMI COVID-19 PCR Test Center was opened. There are four testing
options available, including “express PCR tests,” with results in 30 minutes. The
center is open not only for passengers who use the airport for leisure, business,
and homecoming visits but also for local residents and businesses.

Kobe Airport, which opened in 2006, is an urban offshore airport located
approximately 8km away from Sannomiya, the center of Kobe City. Its
close-to-downtown location makes it accessible and convenient, which is
why many people use it. Through its constant high quality services KOBE

has maintain a steady number of passengers, reaching 3.29 million in FY
2019, marking a record high.

The airport is approximately 8km away from Sannomiya, the center of Kobe
City. It takes approximately 18 minutes by Port Liner. There is also easy access
to Osaka and Kyoto by train and car. Since April 2018, the Airport Limousine
bus has been running between Shin-Kobe Station / Sannomiya Station and
Kobe Airport. To get to KIX, a high-speed boat, the Kobe-Kansai Airport Bay
Shuttle is available, and it takes approximately 30 minutes by sea, traveling
approximately 24 km in a straight line.

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Replacement of Large-sized Chemical Fire
Engines and Water Pump Trucks

In 2021, the Company replaced Kobe Airport’s large-sized chemical
fire engines and water pump trucks that had been used at there for
roughly 16 years since September 2005. The replacement was
intended to improve the vehicles’ fire extinguishing capabilities and
make a significant increase in their capacity to load rescue
equipment. We also plan to donate the Airport’s chemical fire engine
roof turret, which retired in the year of 2021, to Tanna Airport in the
Republic of Vanuatu.
