 Otaru Canal
The face of Otaru has to be its famous canal, a peaceful water-
way, as well as the cluster of historic warehouses along its bank. 
In the light of the gas lamps by night, or reflecting the sunlight 
by day, the Otaru Canal provides a romantic backdrop all year 
around.

 Historical Architecture
There is a lot of historical stone architecture in the downtown 
area of Otaru, which remains from the old days of its prosper-
ity. The street on which these stone buildings stand was once 
known as “Wall Street of the North,” because many banks used 
to have branch offices here and the area was considered the 
center of finance in Hokkaido. In the suburbs, there are the 
wooden palaces and mansions of Amimotos （owners of fish-
ing nets and vessels） built by herring fortunes. These evoke the 
golden age of herring fishing.

 Sake, Wine, Whiskey
Located around Otaru are sake,wine,whisky breweries. Among

al sake brew-
i n g  p r o c e s s 
are becoming 
inc reas ing l y 
popular.

 Sushi
Otaru is famous for sushi. 
Sea urchin, abalone, man-
tis shrimp, and other fresh 
seafood are all caught in 
the waters near Otaru. 
There are over 100 sushi 
restaurants in the city, mak-
ing Otaru the foremost city 
for sushi in Japan. There is a famous street called Sushiya-dori 
（Sushi Restaurant Street） where you can enjoy sushi made with 

the freshest seafood. Try some hand-formed sushi as well.

 Sakaimachi Street
Sakaimachi Street is famous for shopping and sightseeing. 
There are many glass shops, music box shops, sweet shops, 
and coffee shops. There are always tourists enjoying souvenir 
shopping here, giving it a lively, fun atmosphere.

  Niseko-Shakotan-OtaruKaigan  
Quasi-National Park

The Niseko and Shakotan coastal 
area comprise a quasi-national 
park. The Niseko area is a large 
ski resort famous for top-quality 
snow and onsen （hot springs）. 
The Shakotan coastal area is the 
coast line from the Shakotan 
peninsula to Otaru. Visitors can 
enjoy dramatic views of clear sea 
waters and steep cliffs, in addi-
tion to enjoying fresh seafood.

 Sapporo
Sapporo is the largest city in Hokkaido, with a population of 
about 2 million people. Points of interest in Sapporo include the 
Former Hokkaido Government Office Building, the Clock Tower, 
Odori Park, and the Sapporo TV Tower. These all are situated 
near the station, with many department stores and major retail-
ers also nearby, which is very handy for sightseeing. The Yosakoi

Noboribetsu Onsen, and Upopoy, a national museum showcasing the 
culture of Hokkaido's indigenous Ainu people. There are also a variety 
of sightseeing routes to enjoy, including visiting Sapporo, just two hours 
from Muroran.

 Noboribetsu Onsen
Noboribetsu Onsen is home to a wide variety of hot springs 
（onsen） all in one place ̶ an extremely rare phenomenon. 
This resort town has hot springs everywhere. Many of these 
come from Jigokudani （Hell Valley）, which was created by vol-
canic activity about 10,000 years ago. This place combines the 
heartbeat of the earth from ancient times together with onsen 
hot springs, a blessing from nature. This is Noboribetsu Onsen.

 Toya-Usu UNESCO Global Geopark
At the Toya-Usu Geopark, you can experience the changes in the 
earth from volcanic activity, such as Lake Toya, which was cre-
ated by a huge eruption about 110,000 years ago, and Mt. Usu, 
which was created by volcanic activity about 20,000 years ago. 
This volcanic activity created a rugged, beautiful landscape and 
brought many benefits to humanity, such as hot springs and 
abundant food. Enjoy the heartbeat and blessings of the earth 
at Lake Toya.

 Upopoy National Ainu Museum and Park
The Ainu are an indigenous people living in the northern part 
of the Japanese archipelago, particularly Hokkaido. Upopoy 
is a national center dedicated to the revival and development 
of Ainu culture, a valuable Japanese culture facing the threat 
of extinction. Surrounded by the rich nature along the shores 
of Lake Poroto, visitors can experience the richness of Ainu 
culture.

 Sapporo
Sapporo is a great city for shopping. There are many shopping 
malls and department stores around the Sapporo Station and 
Odori areas, making it a popular tourist destination. In Sappo-
ro, freshly picked vegetables, fruits, and fresh fish are brought 
from all over Hokkaido, and you can enjoy a diversity of cuisine 
including ramen, Mongolian barbecue, sushi, and soup curries.

L ocated at the southern tip of Hokkaido, Hakodate is one of Japan’s 
most popular tourist destinations. Having opened as Japan’s first 

port for international trade in 1859 along with Yokohama and Nagasaki, 
Hakodate has been influenced by various foreign cultures and grown 
into an important transportation hub between Hokkaido and Honshu. 
With historical buildings and a view from the top of Mt. Hakodate as 
well as fresh seafood and hot spring bathing, Hakodate offers the chance 
to enjoy both urban living and the great outdoors.

And 
experiencing the culture and history of the Ainu people, an indigenous 
people who have carved their history in this region, will help visitors think 
about nature conservation and modern diversity. Kushiro has developed as 
a base for the east side of Hokkaido, and its charms cannot be introduced 
here, so please get information from the tourism URL.

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A omori is the northernmost prefecture on the main island of Japan. The region is 
blessed with both diverse culture and magnificent natural beauty, including the 

UNESCO World Heritage Site Shirakami Sanchi and the Sannai Maruyama Site, 
part of the UNESCO World Heritage Site Jomon Prehistoric Sites in Northern Japan. 
Other natural beauty includes the famous cherry blossom viewing spot Hirosaki 
Park, Lake Towada, and the Hakkoda Mountains. The Ou Mountains in the center 
of the region divide the prefecture in two, with each half differing significantly 
in climate and culture. The most dramatic difference is the heavy snowfall of the 
Tsugaru region versus the summer breezes of the Pacific Ocean on the other side. 
The prefecture has four highly distinctive seasons, enabling tourists to enjoy unique 
festivals, historical sites, and natural beauty, as well as many other sightseeing spots 
and leisure activities ̶ whenever and wherever they may decide to visit.

Sightseeing Spots
 Hirosaki Cherry Blossom Festival

This is Japan’s largest cherry blossom festival, boasting 2,600 
Yoshino cherry blossom trees, weeping cherries, double cherry 
blossoms, and more, blooming all over Hirosaki Park. At Nishi-
bori, the cherry blossom trees form a tunnel over your head. Re-
flections of the blossoms in full bloom on the waters of the moat 
running around the castle and the illumination at night create 
a fantastic scene. Enjoy the sights of spring in full swing, as the 
white walls of Hirosaki Castle contrast beautifully with the inter-
woven pinks of the cherry blossoms. 

 Sannai Maruyama Site
This site comprises the remains of one of Japan’s largest settle-
ments from the Jomon period, approximately 4,000 to 5,000 
years ago. A number of ruins, including the remains of large 
pit dwellings and buildings with columns embedded into the 
ground, have been discovered here. Located adjacent to the 
archeological site is the Jomon Jiyukan museum, where around 
1,700 artifacts, including 500 important cultural objects, are 
on display. The highlight of the Jomon Jiyukan is the Jomon Big 
Wall. Spanning 6 meters wide and 18 meters tall, it has 5,120 
pieces of pottery affixed to it.

 Aomori Nebuta Festival
The Aomori Nebuta Festival is one of Japan’s major festivals. 
Held in summer each year from August 2 to August 7, it fea-
tures energetic festival music, dancers, and Nebuta floats. The 
Nebuta Museum WA-RASSE exhibits four of the paper floats 
from the most recent festival, and also screens video footage 
of the festival. Visitors can experience aspects of the festival for 
themselves all year round.

 Towada Hachimantai National Park
At Hakkoda, you can enjoy a ten-minute ropeway trip to the 
peak and a lush variety of alpine plants. The deep indigo-colored 
Lake Towada is recommended as a spot to enjoy the spring and 
fall scenery while leisure boating or cycling. Oirase River, with 
dynamic scenes born of its ever-changing flow, really grabs you. 
Enjoy taking it in with all five senses while exploring the currents 
of the Ashura Rapids, and fourteen waterfalls of all sizes.

Sightseeing Spots

T he Port of Miyako is located in the center of the coastal area 
of Iwate Prefecture facing the North Pacific Ocean. The port, 

blessed with the rich offshore fisheries of Sanriku and sheltered from 
the open sea by the Omoe Peninsula, the easternmost point of Japan’s 
mainland, has prospered as a central natural harbor for the fishing and 
shipping industries since 1615. Miyako, located in the center of Sanriku 
Geopark and Sanriku Fukko National Park, attracts many tourists with 
its distinctive, spectacular landscape, including Jodogahama Beach and 
the Shiofuki-ana blowhole. Roads to inland cities such as Morioka and 
the Sanriku Expressway cover the entire Sanriku coastal area, providing 
visitors with good access from Miyako to other cities.

 Jodogahama Beach
Located just outside the city center, this beautiful beach is one 
of the most famous sightseeing spots along the Sanriku Coast 
and is a part of Sanriku Fukko National Park. It was designated 
as a place of scenic beauty in 2012. The phrase Jodo （mean-
ing “Pure Land,” a Buddhist concept of paradise） in its name 
derives from its memorable landscape with beautiful white 
pebbles, green pine trees, and blue ocean.

 Miyako Umineko Maru Sightseeing Boat
This cruise takes 
you to the Sanriku 
Coast ,  passing 
by jagged rocky 
islands and inter-
esting rock forma-
tions on the way 
back to the beach. 
Feed the black-
tailed gulls that 
flutter around the 
boat.

 Blue Cave Cruise （Sappa Boat Cruise）
Lasting about 20 minutes, this cruise shows visitors the scenery 
beyond Jodogahama Beach, including the impressive cobalt-
blue water in a small cave called Blue Cave （Ao-no-Dokutsu）, 
accessible only from the sea by small boats.

Blue Cave

 Sanno-iwa Rocks
These sea stacks rise above the waves in Taro. They consist of 
three rocks called Otoko-iwa （Male Rock, in the center）, Onna-
iwa （Female Rock, on the left）, and Taiko-iwa （Drum Rock, on 
the right）. The horizontal stripes on the surface are layers of 
sandstone and conglomerate from the Cretaceous era.

 Disaster Prevention Tour Guide
This tour not only serves to en-
hance participants’ awareness 
of disaster risk management, 
but also as a lesson for future 
generations. Watch a video of 
the massive tsunami recorded 
from the 6th floor of the Taro 
Kanko Hotel on March 11, 
2011 （booking required to 
take part in the tour）.

 Ryusendo Cave
One of the three largest limestone caves of Japan, this cave （and 
the bats living here） 
are designated as a 
national natural trea-
sure. Visitors are sure 
to be impressed by 
the beauty of the sta-
lactites and extremely 
clear, blue water of the 
underground lakes.

  Bin-don ̶ A Unique Seafood Experience 
from Miyako

Miyako’s famous Bin-don is a feast of the ocean’s freshest trea-
sures. Rich sea urchin, glistening salmon roe, and tender scallops 
are beautifully packed into a milk bottle. Pour the entire contents 
over a steaming bowl 
o f  r i ce ,  and  you ’ l l 
have a dazzling local 
seafood donburi. It’s

Goiwai (Local Celebratory 
Fishermen Folk Song and Dance)
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O funato Port is located in the south of Iwate Prefecture, facing 
the Pacific Ocean, and is part of the Sanriku ria coastline. 

Breathtaking scenery surrounds the port, including lush green 
mountains and the Goishi Coast, which features intertwining coastal 
cliffs and pine forests. The aquaculture industry within the bay is also 
flourishing, producing high-quality oysters and scallops. A variety of 
ships come into port, including cement industry ships, container ships, 
and cruise ships. While Ofunato City suffered severe damage from the 
2011 tsunami, the downtown area has now recovered, and the city is 
moving forward with new developments.

  Goishi Coast 
（Sanriku Fukko National Park）
The Goishi Coast is a 6-km long spectacular ria coastline,  a 
geological wonder shaped over millennia. One of the main at-
tractions here is the Anatoshi-iso, a natural boulder located near 
the coastline with three tunnels running through it. You can see 
the boulder from the observatory point.

Anatoshi-iso

 UNESCO World Heritage Site-Hiraizumi
Chuson-ji Temple and the Motsu-ji Temple garden in Hiraizumi are 
beautiful artifacts of Pure Land Buddhism, which was introduced 
to Japan around the 8th century. After a long period of conflict, the 
victorious Fujiwara clan built the temples and gardens as representa-
tions of the world of the Buddha, praying for all the lives lost in the 
war. In alignment with Japan’s indigenous worship of nature, they 
designed the temples and gardens in harmony with the surrounding 
landscape.

World Heritage Hiraizumi “Konjikido”

 Kaisendon
＂Kaisendon” is the Japanese 
word for a fresh sashimi 
rice bowl. Ofunato port is 
located right by one of the 
top three fishing grounds 
in the world. As such, the 
quality and freshness of the 
seafood are superb. Addi-
tionally, Ofunato also boasts 
a wide variety of seafood thanks to the local aquaculture of oys-
ters, scallops, seaweed, abalone, and salmon.

  The Great East Japan Earthquake and  
Tsunami Memorial Museum

On March 11th, 2011, Japan was hit by the largest earthquake ever 
recorded in the country. The massive earthquake caused a tsunami 
that devastated many coastal parts of Eastern Japan. This memorial 
museum opened in 2019 to convey the victims‘ experiences and 
share the lessons learned with future generations. The museum’s 
exhibits, available in several languages, allow visitors to learn about 
the threat of tsunamis, safety protocols, and how lives can be saved 
in the future.

 Kyassen Ofunato
Approximately 600 m from the wharf is a shopping center, 
built in hopes of achieving a new start following the tsunami 
disaster. Kyassen Ofunato (“Kyassen” means “come on over!” 
in the local Kesen dialect) is one of the best places to go to 
buy local souvenirs and enjoy the city center.

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I shinomaki City is an old port. It flourished as a rice-shipping port after 
Kawamura Magobei excavated channels by the order of lord Date Masamune 

in the 1620s. The construction of a new port in the Kama district at the 
western mouth of the river began in 1960. In 1964, Ishinomaki was designated 
as a new industrial city of the Sendai bay area, as well as a major port. At the 
same time, it was improved as a port hub for the northern Miyagi area. The 
fertilizer, steel, and shipbuilding industries were also established here, and the 
port mainly handled shipping of wood chips and fertilizer. In 1981, offshore 
development of the Hibarino region was approved to serve as a new port area to 
handle increasing loads of cargo. Through merger with the Sendai Shiogama 
Port in 2012, Ishinomaki Port transformed into the international hub port of 
Sendai Shiogama Ishinomaki. More and more progress is anticipated.

 Kinkadon Sashimi Rice Bowl
Of the many fishing grounds 
found throughout the world, 
three are most notable for 
providing remarkable catch-
es with excellent quantities 
and varieties of fish: the 
North-East Atlantic off the 
coast of Norway, the Grand 
Banks by Canada and Newfoundland, and the Sanriku-Kinkasan 
Bay. Savor the very freshest local seasonal seafood caught in the 
Sanriku-Kinkasan Bay with a Kinkadon sashimi rice bowl.

 ISHINOMORI MANGA MUSEUM
A museum dedicated to 
manga art ist  ( Japanese 
comics) Shotaro Ishinomori, 
creater of works such as Cy-
borg 009 and Kamen Rider.

nal paintings, exhibitions, 
and attractions such as 3D reproductions of Ishinomori's work 
and screenings of original animation etc. Enjoy the boundless 
world of manga.

 Ogatsu Inkstone Museum & Store
This museum is dedicated to one of Japan's 
designated traditional crafts, the Ogatsu 
Suzuri (calligraphy inkstones). Its deep black 
color has often been compared to the black 
sheen of a maiden's hair. This stone material 
is used in producing Inkstones for calligra-
phy and ー just recently ー even tableware. 
The stone tableware's sleek appearance adds 
to the presentation of good food. Visitors 
can bring home Ogatsu stone products from 
the museum store.

 Otakamori
Miyato  Is land is  the 
largest island in Matsu-
shima Bay. At its center 
is Otakamori, a small 
mountain 105.8 meters 
（344 feet） tall. It takes 
about 20 minutes from 
the trailhead to the top. 
From the viewing deck, 
many of the 260 islands of Matsushima Bay are visible. Otaka-
mori （Gorgeous View） is one of the Shitaikan ̶ the name for 4 
panoramic views of Matsushima Bay. The others are Tomiyama 
（Beautiful View） in Matsushima, Tamonzan （Dynamic View） in 
Shichigahama, and Ogitani （Mysterious View） in Matsushima. 
Otakamori is especially popular among visitors, because viewed 
from the summit, the bay and islands of Matsushima resemble 
a miniature garden.

 Entsuin Temple
Entsuin Temple con-
tains a mausoleum for 
Lord Date Masamune’
s grandson, who died at 
the tender age of 19. Due 
to its plentiful Western 
imagery, this site was 
closed during the two-
hundred-year period of 
Japan’s national isolation. In modern days, visitors can enjoy 
the Zen rock garden as well as craft their own Buddhist prayer 
bead bracelets. During fall, the maple trees are illuminated at 
night.

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S oma Port is located in the northern part of Fukushima Prefecture 
and is used as the hub port for the surrounding areas. In olden 

days, it flourished as a distribution port for rice and salt, in addition to 
being a fishing port neighboring the rich fishing grounds of the Pacific 
Ocean. It was damaged in the Great East Japan Earthquake of 2011, 
but its port functions have since been greatly improved, including the 
provision of a wharf that is able to withstand disasters. Onahama Port is 
roughly halfway between Tokyo and Sendai, located in the southeast of 
Fukushima Prefecture, and is blessed with a warm climate and abundant 
seas. After the 18th century, it became a base for regional distribution as 
a port for rice and coal shipments. It was also damaged in the Great East 
Japan Earthquake of 2011, but has made a powerful recovery.

■  Soma Nakamura Shrine
Erected in 1643 by the Soma Family, who ruled over the Soma 
Nakamura domain for 260 years, from 1611, with Soma as their 
base. The shrine hall, built at the top of stone steps and sur-
rounded by trees, is a nationally designated Important Cultural 
Property. You will encounter horse statues at the purification 
trough and stone steps. It is the starting point of the traditional 
event known as the “Soma Nomaoi Festival,” in which armored 
warriors on horseback vie for the flag of the gods.

Soma Nakamura Shrine

■  Hamanoeki Matsukawaura
Opened in 2020 in the Obama district of Soma City, this estab-
lishment was heavily damaged by the tsunami. A treasure trove 
of local agricultural and marine produce, the marine product 
corner is particularly large, with rows of seasonal seafood de-
livered directly from the nearby Matsukawaura Fishing Port. Of 
course, these products can be delivered nationwide, too. There 
are also restaurants for savoring the seafood here.

■  Aquamarine Fukushima
A rip current is formed off Fukushima where the Japan and Ok-
hotsk currents meet. This aquarium features displays with that 
rip current as their theme. Popular exhibits include the “Sea of 
the Rip Current,” with triangular tunnels representing the Japan 
and Okhotsk currents on the left and right, and the “Coral Reef 
Sea” where you can encounter coral living in the Japan current 
source area, along with colorful fish. The “Goldfish House,” 
swimming with around 30 different species, is also fun to watch.

Aquamarine Fukushima

■  Iwaki Coal and Fossil Museum Horuru
Iwaki was home to the largest coalfield on the island of Hon-
shu. At this museum, you can enjoy displays about coal mining 
and fossils excavated in the city. The simulation mineshaft, 
which recreates an actual coal mine, gives visitors an idea of 
the difficulty of the labor. The “Futabasaurus suzukii” dinosaur 
bones, which were discovered in the city and comprise 70% of 
the specimen’s skeleton, and other fossils of huge dinosaurs 
are also striking.

Nokogiri (also called 
Nokogiriyama) make 
it one of the most be-
loved sightseeing spots 
in Chiba Prefecture.

During the Kisarazu Port 
Festival Fireworks Display, held annually on August 15, about 
13,000 fireworks light up the night sky.

This is the center of Tokyo. The Imperial Palace, known as the 
Kokyo, is located on the site of Edo Castle. Moats, bridges, and 
gates remain as vestiges of the feudal castle.

 Izu-Ogasawara Islands
Tokyo isn’t just about bustling streets ̶ there are also relaxing 
beach resorts further south well worth visiting. The Izu Islands, 
a chain of beautiful volcanic islands, lie about 100 km south of 
central Tokyo, while the Ogasawara Islands are located approxi-
mately 1,000 km south of central Tokyo. Here, you can enjoy 
whale watching, swimming with dolphins, trekking, and more. In 
2011, the Ogasawara Islands were designated as a world natural 
heritage site.

  Miho no Matsubara
The coastal pine grove of Miho no

shrines linked by a pine-lined board-
walk called “The path of the gods,” it 
is the source of the famous “feather 
robe” legend that has inspired numer-
ous works of art.

  Sumpu Castle Park
Tokugawa Ieyasu was a shogun who brought peace to Japan 
and spent the last decade of his life in Shizuoka at Sumpu Cas-
tle. Now, the former site of the castle is the city’s biggest urban 
park, still surrounded by beautiful stonewall moats just like the 
castle was four centuries ago. The exhibits in the East Gate and 
Tatsumi Turret were renewed in April 2021.

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T he Port of Gamagori can be found at around the mid-point of the 
Japanese Pacific Coast. Located between Tokyo and Osaka, fairly close 

to the city of Nagoya, the port itself is housed in the scenic Mikawa Bay 
Quasi-National Park. It is known as a seaside town, thanks to the ocean-
themed resort facility Laguna Ten Bosch. It is also known as a spot for hot 
spring bathing, boasting four elegant hot spring districts. Gamagori is also 
famous for shellfish gathering. Many tourists will come together in several 
designated areas in Gamagori this year to gather these delicacies, as the ban 
on this practice will be lifted this spring. Gamagori Udon is a dish of udon 
noodles in dashi (soup stock), cooked with locally harvested clams, that has 
won the Grand Prix at the National Udon Summit three times. Numerous 
tourist spots can be reached from Gamagori within an hour by bus.

 Takeshima Island
Connected to land by a 387- 
meter bridge, this small 
island is both a symbol of 
Gamagori and a designated 
Natural Treasure of Japan. 
The scenery has a wonder-
ful spiritual aesthetic, and it 
is believed that visiting the 
five shrines on the island 
will bring future prosperity.

 Gamagori Orange Park
A f ruit based theme park 
where visitors can enjoy fruit 
picking throughout the year. 
This venue also features a res-
taurant and souvenir shop.

*  Gamagori Mikan  
（Tangerines）
Gamagori tangerines, high in sugar content with a mild tart-
ness, are a specialty of the town. The Hakoiri Musume （which 
translates roughly to ‘Daughter in a Box’） is a type of tangerine 
grown by local farmers with such care that one might think the 
fruit really was one of their own relatives! It truly has the perfect 
sweetness and appearance, although you can enjoy a variety of 
mikan tangerines of differing tastes and textures throughout 
the year. Products and sweets made from tangerines grown in 
Gamagori are sold in many stores throughout the town, highly 
recommended as either souvenirs or as a personal treat.

 Day Trips to Hot Springs
Enjoy mental as well as physical rest and relaxation while soak-
ing in an outdoor hot spring bath overlooking the sea. There is

  Gamagori Classic Hotel
Fabulous and historic, the f irst international 
tourist hotel in Japan

Originally named the 
Gamagori Hotel, it was 
built in 1934 and was 
designated the f irst 
international tourist 
hotel in Japan. In addi-
tion to the exterior with 
its elegant façade of 
splendid castle-style ar-
chitecture, the interior 
decoration and furnishings of the Gamagori Classic Hotel are in 
a warm, discerning Art Deco style.
The location overlooks Takeshima, which is the symbol of 
Gamagori City, and attracts a member of tourists. The Emperor 
and Empress, members of the royal family, and Babe Ruth, the 
American professional baseball player, all stayed in this hotel. 
With superb views and a magnificent interior, this hotel is also 
famous as a filming location for TV dramas. It is a must see it if 
you come to Gamagori.

 Aji no Yamasui&Gamagori Seafood Markets
Many kinds of fresh fish 
are caught in Gamagori, a 
city located on Mikawa Bay. 
Mehikari, a deep-sea fish 
related to the greeneye, is 
particularly famous. Me-
hikari meat is soft and rich, 
with exceptional flavor.

 Okazaki Castle

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T he Port of Nagoya is located near the center of Japan, with a number 
of places of cultural and industrial interest within a short distance 

that make for excellent day trips. The metropolitan city of Nagoya enjoys 
prosperity as a center for diverse industries. Factory tours at some of 
Japan’s leading manufacturers are available to visitors in this region, 
and can serve to differentiate your trip from the ordinary. At the same 
time, Nagoya has maintained many traditional aspects including Nagoya 
Castle, a symbolic castle town developed in the feudal era of the Tokugawa 
Shogunate. Cruise ships are accommodated at Garden Pier, which has 
leisure facilities to suit every taste: Port of Nagoya Public Aquarium, Fuji 
Antarctic Museum, Maritime Museum, and JETTY shopping area.

 Nagoya Castle
Nagoya cast le was buil t 
by the order of Tokugawa 
Ieyasu in 1612. The recon-
struction of the Hommaru 
Palace was completed on 
June 8th, 2018. Ornamented 
with golden screen paintings 
and 3D carvings, guests can 
experience how beautiful the palace once was over 400 years 
ago.

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Y okkaichi Port is located in the northern part of Mie Prefecture, almost 
right in the center of Japan.

The Iga area was once home to the Iga-
ryu school of ninjas, and at Iga-ryu Ninja Museum, visitors can enjoy the ninja 
show. The Ise-Shima area has Ise Jingu, the most prestigious shrine in Japan 
and the spiritual homeland of the Japanese, as well as local Ama huts where 
you can enjoy fresh seafood. Finally, the Higashi-Kishu area has the World 
Heritage-listed Kumano Kodo pilgrims’ walk.

YOKKAICHI

 Ise Jingu

O f f i c i a l l y  k n o w n  a s 
Jingu, Ise Jingu is the 
collective name for 125 
local Shinto shrines, 
rather than being a sin-
gle shrine. Besides the 
two main sanctuaries 
of Geku and Naiku, the 
shrine complex includes 
another  14  aux i l iary 
shrines within the central sanctuaries, and 109 other peripheral 
shines classified as sessha, massha, or shokansha. Ise Jingu 
covers about 5,500 hectares. Its magnificent precincts occupy 
as much as one-fifth of all the land in Ise City.

 Oharai-machi
Oharai-machi extends to the entrance to the Naiku sanctuary. 
It has retained a number of historic structures, including build-
ings with features such as kirizuma and tsumairi （side and front 
gables）. Enjoy varied local cuisine at restaurants here, and buy 
some souvenirs from Ise Shima and the rest of Mie Prefecture.

 Ama Hut Experience
A wonderful opportunity to hear the tales told by the Ama （women 
divers）. To warm up for diving, Ama traditionally built huts on 
the shore. Now, visitors to these huts can sample the freshest 
seafood, sit around 
the  hear th  w i th 
work ing  d ive rs , 
and listen to their 
tales of the sea. 
This may be your 
only chance to hear 
rare stories handed 
down through the 
generations from 
older to younger 
Ama divers.

 Iga-ryu Ninja
During the feudal period of Japan’s history, civil war was rife. 
In this time, the ninja were principally agents of espionage and 
stealth hired by warring factions to gain intelligence about the 
activities of their enemies. Of the various schools of ninjutsu 
developed throughout history, only two were ever considered to 
be leaders in their field: Iga-ryu and Koka-ryu. Koka-ryu （or Koka 
style） ninjutsu was developed in the city of Koka in Shiga Prefec-
ture, while Iga-ryu 
（or Iga style） was 

developed r ight 
here in the Iga re-
gion of Mie Prefec-
ture.

The monk Kobo Daishi founded the Koyasan spiritual center 
1,200 years ago. It has over 117 Buddhist temples and is a 
UNESCO World Heritage site. On the mountain, you can stay 
overnight at a temple, try Buddhist vegetarian food, and prac-
tice the method of meditation introduced by Kobo Daishi. Also, 
be sure to visit Kongobuji Temple, Okunoin Cemetery, and

 Kumano-Kodo（UNESCO World Heritage site）
During the Heian period （794 – 1185）, members of the Impe-
rial Court made the 30-to 40- day journey to Kumano along the 
Kumano Kodo pilgrimage route, sometimes multiple times a 
year, worshipping at the many shrines and temples along the 
way. These included the three main shrines referred to as the 
“Kumano Sanzan”: Kumano Hongu Taisha, Kumano Hayatama 
Taisha, and Kumano Nachi Taisha. Respect for nature is central 
to the Kumano Shinto faith, and there is no better way to honor 
the environment than a pilgrimage through the sacred forests 
that run along the Kumano Kodo pilgrimage routes. This region 
is crisscrossed with walking and hiking paths, ranging from 
easy to arduous. Choose your own path and experience thrilling

 Wakayama Castle
This castle was originally built in 1585. Armor worn by samurai 
warriors is on display here.

Awa Odori Festival in August
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T okushima Prefecture, formerly known as “Awa Province,” is located in 
the eastern part of Shikoku Island. The Port of Tokushima-Komatsushima 

lies along the east coast, and has played an important role as a gateway for 
trade and exchange between Shikoku and Kansai. There are many must-see 
places in Tokushima, including the Naruto Whirlpools, the Udatsu Townscape, 
and the Iya Valley Vine Bridges. The Awa Odori Dance Festival, one of the most 
famous festivals in Japan, is held here every year from August 12 to 15, when 
the entire city gets swept up in the passion of the dancers. Every year during 
this period, many visitors come to see the Awa Odori, arriving on cruise ships 
from Japan and abroad, and the port gladly hosts ceremonies to welcome these 
passengers. So head out, enjoy the historical sights and culture of Tokushima, 
and join in the excitement of the Awa Odori dance.

 Naruto no Uzushio （Naruto Whirlpools）
This is one of the world’s great attractions. Witness giant whirl-
pools created by the ebb and flow of currents. During spring 
and fall in particular, the vortexes can reach up to 20 meters in 
diameter. These magnificent whirlpools can be enjoyed from 
the Naruto Bridge Observatory or from sightseeing boats.

 Omatsu Daigongen Shrine
Omatsu Daigongen Shrine is associated with one of Japan's three 
great legends of mysterious cats, along with the “cat riots” of Ari-
ma and Nabeshima. Approximately 10,000 beckoning cat statues 
are enshrined here, and many worshippers visit the shrine, as it 
is believed to bring success and fulfill wishes.

 Otsuka Museum of Art
The Otsuka Museum of Art features a stunning collection of 
over 1,000 life-size ceramic 
reproductions of Western 
masterpieces. Spanning 26 
countries and curated from 
190 museums, these ceramic 
reproductions allow visitors 
to journey through the vast 
history of Western art in vivid 
detail.

  Awa Jurobe Yashiki 
（Awa Puppet Theater and Museum）
At Awa Jurobe Yashiki, you 
can see daily performances 
o f  A w a  N i n g y o  J o r u r i , 
Tokushima’s traditional style 
of puppet theater. This mu-
seum is the former residence 
of Jurobe Bando, the model 
for a character in one of the 
Awa Ningyo Joruri plays. 
His belongings and wooden 
figures are on display at the 
museum.

 Sea Turtle Museum “Caretta”
The Sea Turtle Museum, 
located near Ohama Beach, 
a famous nesting ground for 
loggerhead turtles, will be 
renovated in the summer of 
2025. Meet sea turtles swim-
ming in the newly equipped 
pool and learn more about 
their ecology through easy-to-understand exhibits incorporating 
the latest academic research.

  Awa Odori Kaikan （Awa Odori Hall）
At this hall, the world-famous Awa Odori folk dance can be viewed 
and visitors can enjoy dancing all year round. It includes an Awa 
Odori museum, an exhibition hall, a tourist information desk, a 
souvenir shop, and a ropeway station to the top of Mt. Bizan.

 Namahage Museum
Legendary deities of 
Oga region, the Na-
mahage were regis-
tered as the UNESCO 
intangible cultural 
heritage in 2018. At 
the museum, visitors 
can learn about the 
unique custom and 
culture of these Na-
mahage spirits.

 Shirakami Mountain Range
The Shirakami mountain range was registered as the first World 
Natural Heritage Site in Japan in 1993. This mountain range is 
home to an abundant virgin forest of beech trees with Japanese 
black bears and Japanese serows, as well as rare birds such as 
black woodpeckers and golden eagles.

  Tenku no Fuyajyo  
(“Lantern Castles in the Sky”)

Tenku no Fuyajo means “the castle in the sky that never sleeps.
” This festival of gigantic lanterns was held from mid-1800s 
period to early 1900s and then revived about a century later. 
The highlight of the festival is the parade of giant lanterns that 
reach up to the skies. Lively performances of traditional Japa-
nese instruments enliven the festival.

Kumiko is a traditional Japa-
nese latticework.

 The Three Mountains of Dewa
The Three Mountains of 
Dewa, a must-see sight-
seeing spot for anyone 
coming to Sakata Port, is a 
sacred place for mountain 
worship. On one of the 
three mountains of Dewa, 
Mt. Haguro, the sacred 
cedar trees over 300 years 
old are a captivating sight. 
The avenue of cedar trees on Mt. Haguro was nominated as a 
3-star destination by the Michelin Green Guide Japan in March 
2009. There are plenty of other highlights such as the National 
Treasure five-storied pagoda and the majestic shrine of Sanjin-
gosaiden. It is about 60 minutes by car from Sakata Port, but is 
well worth the visit.

 The Sankyo Rice Warehouse
This century-old agricultural 
storehouse symbolizes the 
nature of Sakata as a rice-
producing region and was 
used until September 2022. 
It is notable for its twelve 
individual warehouses and 
the surrounding zelkova 
trees. The adjacent tourist 
center offers various souve-
nirs from the region. Conveniently situated around 10 minutes by 
car from the port.

 Sakata no Ramen (Sakata’s Ramen)
Sakata no ramen, made with 
fish and shellfish soup stock 
and flavored with soy sauce, is 
the soul food of Sakata’s citi-
zens. It is famous for its thin-
skinned wontons that melt like 
clouds, and many restaurants 
use homemade noodles. Saka-
ta no ramen won first place 
in the NIPPON Local Ramen General Election, held in October 
2023. Flags showing “Sakata no Ramen” are displayed all over 
the city, so you can easily find a ramen restaurant and try this 
prize-winning ramen.

  Somaro （Sakata-Maiko Teahouse and  
Hina Doll Gallery）

Somaro is a maiko tea 
house and Hina doll 
gallery in the heart of 
Sakata City. Here, you 
can enjoy maiko dance 
performances and local 
cuisine. You can also 
visit Yumeji Takeshita 
Art  Museum, which 
houses works by one of 
Japan’s leading artists, 
and see precious traditional Hina dolls. About 10 minutes by car 
from the port.

 Kamo Aquarium
Often known by its other name, 
the Kurage Dream Museum, 
Kamo Aquarium is popular for 
spectacular exhibitions of jel-
lyfish. It had the world’s largest 
exhibition of jellyfish varieties, 
as certified by the Guinness 
World Records. The spectacle 
of jellyfish floating around ev-
erywhere is fantastic, and fasci-
nates visitors. A popular jellyfish 
umbrella can be purchased 
here. About 40 minutes by car 
from the port.

 Mogami River Boat Ride
A slow boat ride that 
showcases the magnifi-
cent valley view along 
t h e  Mo g a mi  R i v e r. 
The cherry blossoms 
in spring and colored 
autumn foliage in fall 
are amazing. The boat 
song, “Mogami-gawa 
Funauta,” also has an 
English version. Enjoy 
cruising for about 1 hour. About 50 minutes by car from the port.

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Niigata Prefecture is the only region on the Sea of Japan coast with an international 
trade port opened in 1868 as one of the five treaty ports. Niigata boasts Niigata Port, 

with a history dating back to the Heian period; Ogi Port and Ryotsu Port on Sado Island, the 
largest island in the Sea of Japan; and Naoetsu Port, which is increasingly anticipated as a 
port of call. In Niigata, visitors can enjoy abundant nature and pastoral landscapes while 
savoring the finest rice, fresh seafood, and globally acclaimed sake. It is also characterized 
by the enduring presence of exceptional traditional crafts, ranging from elegant lacquerware 
and metalwork to knife-making and masterful sake brewing. Moreover, Sado Island is a 
unique and irreplaceable remote island where the UNESCO World Cultural Heritage 
site “Sado Island Gold Mines” (registered in 2024), the rich natural environment where 
the Japanese crested ibis (a Special Natural Monument of Japan) dances, and traditional 
performing arts like Noh coexist, fostering a distinct culture and ecosystem.

 Downtown─ Niigata City Center
Niigata City is 
the largest city 
on the Sea of 
Japan side of 
Honshu （the 
Japanese main-
land）. The city 
center, located 
immedia te l y 
adjacent to the 
West Port, is 
d iv ided  in to 
two districts 
by the Bandai 
Bridge ─ the 
symbol of Niigata City. The Furumachi district, which represents 
the western side of downtown Niigata, is a cultural area contain-
ing historical buildings such as traditional Japanese restaurants 
and wealthy merchant estates. In the Furumachi district, visitors 
can enjoy dance performances by geisha and indulge in Niigata’s 
outstanding gourmet food. Furumachi also contains facilities pre-
senting aspects of pop culture such as manga （Japanese comics） 
and anime. Meanwhile, the Bandai district constitutes the eastern 
part of the city center. Bandai is located near JR Niigata Station 
and is home to a lot of shopping malls.

 Wealthy Landholder’s Estate 
   （Northern Culture Museum） 
The Northern Culture Museum is the former estate of the Ito 
family, wealthy landholders who once owned 1,327 hectares of 
rice fields and other crops. The family’s estate contains a tradi-
tional Japanese residence with 65 rooms and beautiful gardens 
spread over approximately 3 hectares. This estate now serves 
to introduce modern-day visitors to traditional Japanese culture 
and the history of rice farming.

  Yahiko & Iwamuro Hot Springs and  
Yahiko Shrine

T h e  Ya h i k o  a n d 
I w a m u r o  H o t 
Springs are located 
at the foot of Mt. Ya-
hiko and Mt. Kaku-
da in the west of 
Niigata City. Visitors 
to the Iwamuro Hot 
Springs can tour a 
nearby brewery, and 
both hot springs are 
located near Yahiko 
Shrine. Nestled in a forest of 500-year-old trees, Yahiko Shrine 
（13 ha） is known for its pure and noble atmosphere.

 Tsukioka Hot Spring and Shibata Castle 
Tsukioka is one of 
the largest hot spring 
towns  in  Ni iga ta 
Prefecture. The hot 
springs there are 
rumor ed  t o  be  a 
source of perpetual 
youth and longev-
ity. In addition to 
the ruins of Shibata 
Castle, guests can 
tour sites such as the 
Ichishima Residence 
（famous for its large garden） and a sake brewery with 200 years 

of history.

 Fukushimagata Lagoon Water Park 
The Fukushimagata Lagoon Water Park is a group of natural lakes 
and marshes situated to the east of Niigata’s city center. The park 
is home to more than 220 species of wild birds and 450 species 
of plants. Visitors can observe the park’s wildlife either from the 
central observation building or using the telescopes installed in 
the observation huts. Rape flow-
ers are in full bloom from early 
April to early May. Private boat 
tours can be arranged to dis-
cover the wonders of the lagoon.

 Historic Site: Sado Gold Mine
During Japan’s Edo-period isolation, the Sado Gold Mine operated 
without foreign technology or advanced machinery. It relied entirely 
on refined traditional hand-mining techniques and human labor. 
This system enabled mass production of exceptionally high-purity 
gold̶reaching 99.54 % ̶ and supplied about 10% of the world’
s gold at its peak. Today, the remarkably preserved mines and settle-
ments stand as a global 
rarity: a testament to a 
gold production system 
sustained solely by human 
skill for over 250 years. 
This universal value led 
to the inscription of the “
Sado Island Gold Mines” 
as a UNESCO World Heri-
tage site in 2024.

 Toki no Mori Park
A facility dedicated to learning about the Toki, or Japanese Crested 
Ibis. The park features vari-
ous facilities related to the 
crested ibis. The Toki Infor-
mation Exhibition Hall dis-
plays numerous materials 
on the bird's conservation, 
breeding, and reintroduc-
tion into the wild. For a 
closer experience, the pop-
ular Toki Interaction Plaza 
allows visitors to observe 
the ibis up close.

 Ogi and Shukunegi
During the Edo period, Ogi Port thrived as a shipping point for 
gold and silver from the Sado mines and as a stop for Kitamae-
bune (northbound cargo ships). The traces of this history remain 
so well-preserved in its topography and town layout that Ogi 
was designated a National Important Preservation District for 
Groups of Traditional 
Buildings in 2024. 
Meanwhile, about 4 
kilometers southwest 
of Ogi, the town of 
Shukunegi flourished 
from the mid-Edo to 
the Meiji period as a 
key base for shipping 
businesses operating 
in the Sea of Japan.

 Tub Boats
Tub boats, known locally on Sado Island as tarai-bune, are said to 
have been invented 
around the early Meiji 
period. They were 
used for harvesting 
seaweed and abalone 
in the island's south-
ern shallows.  The 
boats get their name 
from their  resem-
blance to traditional 
wooden bathtubs.

castle town of Kanazawa, abundant with various attractions. In addition, Noto Peninsula, 
Kaga Hot Springs, and World Heritage Sites such as Shirakawa-go village are close 
enough for day trips. The port area is also renowned in Japan as the established home 
of several traditional arts & crafts, such as gold leaf, Kaga Yuzen, and lacquerware – in 
fact, Kanazawa was designated as Japan's first UNESCO Creative City of Crafts and Folk 
Art in 2009 in recognition of its thriving arts & crafts. Moreover, Kanazawa has been 
handpicked by National Geographic in its Best of the World 2025, a list of the 25 must-
see destinations in the world in 2025, for travelers who want to “get a taste of authentic 
Japan”. Seize the chance to experience this enchanting city and find the real Japan.

 Kenrokuen Garden
Considered one of Japan’s  
three most beautiful 
gardens, the elegance 
and visual harmony of 
Kenrokuen’s 11.4 hect-
are landscape maintains 
a three-star rating in the 
Michelin Green Guide. 
It is located in the heart 
o f  K ana z a w a ,  on  a 
hill next to Kanazawa 
Castle where generations of feudal lords of the ruling Maeda clan 
resided and developed the garden for years. Visit Kenrokuen Gar-
den any season and delight in the historical heritage that reflects 
Kaga culture.

 Nagamachi Samurai Houses
The Nagamachi area was once home to 
two of the eight chief associates of the 
Maeda clan, as well as many other samu-
rai subordinates within the Kaga domain. 
The narrow, winding alleys, earthen walls, 
and traditional gates bring to mind the 
streetscape of the samurai days. 

 Kanazawa Castle Park
Its first feudal lord, Maeda Toshiie, entered Kanazawa Castle in 
1583. Subsequently, the castle became the political headquar-
ters of the Maeda clan, who governed the Kaga domain for over 
280 years. The latest reconstruction project started in 1996, and 
the largest wooden castle complex, which includes the Hishi-
yagura watchtower, the Gojukken Nagaya storehouse and the 
Hashizume-mon Tsuzuki-yagura watchtower, was completed and 
opened to the public in 2001.

  21st Century Museum of Contemporary Art, 
Kanazawa (Closed from May 2027 through March 2028)

The 21st Century Museum of Con-
temporary Art has attracted a great 
deal of attention for its innovative 
style – a true departure from the 
conventional. The number of visi-
tors to the museum since its open-
ing in October 2004 now exceeds 
34 million. Many of the permanent 
exhibits are contemporary art ob-
jects that can be touched, ridden, 
worn, or entered. Adults and chil-
dren alike are sure to have a thrill-
ing experience here.

 Kanazawa Gold Leaf
Kanazawa is Japan’s number one 
producer of gold, silver, and plati-
num leaf – in fact, Kanazawa gold 
leaf has been designated as a Na-
tional Traditional Product. Formed 
by pounding gold to make it as 
thin as possible (0.1 microns), gold leaf is traditionally used for 
decoration and preservation of cultural properties. Observe the 
manufacturing process or apply gold leaf in a crafts workshop 
during your visit to Kanazawa.

 Higashi Chaya Teahouse District
In the Edo Period, teahouses (known as chaya) were places 
for drinking and eating while enjoying geisha performances 
and these numerous establishments once dotted the center of 
Kanazawa. However, all teahouses were gathered into three dis-
tricts in 1820 and Higashi Chaya is the largest of these historic 
entertainment areas.

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F ukui Prefecture is located near the center of the Japan Sea coast, 
not far from Kyoto. Blessed with the bounty of the sea, mountains, 

and plains, it is known as one of Japan’s foremost treasure troves of food. 
Tsuruga Port is located south of Fukui Prefecture, close to Japan’s 
largest lake, Lake Biwa. It is the most convenient and closely located 
port on the Sea of Japan for accessing the economically central areas 
surrounding Osaka and Nagoya, Japan.
Located in the northwestern part of Fukui Prefecture, Fukui Port has 
good accessibility to Tojinbo Cliffs, one of the most popular tourist 
spots in Fukui, as well as Eiheiji Temple, the head temple of the Soto 
Buddhist sect. In spring 2024, Tsuruga and Fukui were connected to 
Tokyo by a new Shinkansen bullet train route.

 Kehi Jingu Shrine
For roughly 1,300 years, it has 
been famous for Chomeisui, or 
“water of long life.” When the 
shrine was rebuilt in the year 
702, a water spring was discov-
ered here.

  Tsuruga Festival
Held from September 2 through 4 every year in accordance with 
the regular festival of Kehi Jingu Shrine. Many locals participate 
in this festival, and there is a parade featuring a portable shrine 
and six parade floats that move travel around the city.

 Nihonkai Sakana Machi
The top fish market on the Sea 
of Japan coast. Over 50 fishery 
companies sell plenty of sea-
food such as fresh fish, crab, 
and so on, shipped directly 
from Tsuruga Port or other 
nearby ports at reasonable 
prices.

 Mikatagoko
Consisting of Lake Mikata,  
Lake Suigetsu, Lake Suga, Lake 
Kugushi, and Lake Hiruga, the 
waters and depths of each of 
the Five Mikata Lakes vary,  
mak ing  each  a  d i f f e r en t  
shade of blue. The Rainbow  
Line to the mountaintop park 
offers fantastic views of the  
dynamic scenery.

 Fukui Prefectural Dinosaur Museum
This museum is one of 
the three leading dino-
saur museums in the 
world. It specializes in 
geology and paleontol-
ogy with a focus on dino-
saurs.

 Kehi no Matsubara
It is a beach over a kilometer 
long, lined with some 17,000 
Japanese red and black pine 
trees. It is designated a Site of 
Scenic Beauty.

 Port of Humanity Tsuruga Museum
This museum shows Polish or-
phans rescued from Siberia, the 
history of Jewish refugees to Tsu-
ruga Port who had “visas for life” 
issued by Sugihara Chiune, and 
their interactions with residents. 
You can watch heartwarming 
episodes at the theater.

 Traditional Handicrafts
Echizen City and Sabae City, locat-
ed in central Fukui Prefecture, have 
a concentration of traditional crafts 
such as lacquerware, Japanese pa-
per, cutlery, and pottery, as well as 
local industries such as eyeglasses 
and textiles, within a 10 km radius. 
Artisans continue to make prod-
ucts that meet the needs of the 
times while passing on traditional 
techniques. You are sure to see 
artisans at work, and can buy from 
their stores.

  Eiheiji Temple 
（It was featured in The Washington Post as one of Japan's most spiritual places.）

Established in 1244 by Dogen Zenji as the headquarters of the 
Soto sect of Buddhism. Inside Eiheiji Temple, you’ll findover 70 
large and small structures that 
still remain around the temple’
s seven main buildings, where 
even today Buddhist monks 
practice severe religious austeri-
ties, starting early each morn-
ing, at Japan’s largest Zen Bud-
dhist training site.

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T he Port of Kyoto, also known as Kyoto Maizuru Port, is the 
northern marine gateway to the Kansai region, with its abundance 

of natural beauty, including Amanohashidate, one of the three most 
beautiful landscapes in Japan. The port also offers access to the 
historical city of Kyoto, the ancient capital of Japan. It takes just about 
90 minutes by car to drive from the Port of Kyoto (Maizuru) to Kyoto 
City, where are located 17 World Cultural Heritage sites: the Historic 
Monuments of Ancient Kyoto. A variety of unique shore excursions can 
be enjoyed from picturesque coastal areas to the ancient capital of high 
repute, Kyoto.

  Sightseeing Spots Kyoto City
Kyoto was Japan's capital from 794 to 1868 and was the centre 
of Japanese culture for over a thousand years. It's home to many 
important cultural properties, including over 2,000 shrines and 
temples, and 17 UNESCO World Heritage Sites. Kyoto has many 
seasonal highlights, including cherry blossoms in the spring, the 
Gion Festival in the summer, autumn foliage, and plum blossoms 
in the winter.

  Gion Festival : UNESCO Masterpiece of the 
Oral and Intangible Heritage of Humanity

The Gion Festival is a religious 
ceremony at Kyoto’s famous 
Yasaka Shrine that can trace its 
roots back to the year 869, and 
is said to have originated as a 
purification ritual to save the 
citizens of Kyoto from a plague 
in ancient times. 33 Yamaboko 
floats, called “moving muse-
ums” and designated impor-
tant cultural properties because 
of their elaborate decorations, 
promenade slowly throughout 
central Kyoto. The procession 
is held on July 17 and 24. Over 
the three days prior to the processions, old merchant homes 
and businesses in the area open their doors to allow the public 
a close-up look at their valuable treasures.

  Amanohashidate (Bridge to the Heavens): 
One of the most famous scenic spots in Japan

Amanohashidate, along with Matsushima and Miyajima, ranks as 
one of the three most scenic views in Japan, and has been des-
ignated a place of 
special scenic beau-
ty by the national 
government. The 
sandbar stretching 
about 3.6 km, along 
which grow some 
8,000 pine trees, is 
often compared to 
a bridge connecting 
Heaven and Earth.

  Maizuru Repatriation Memorial Museum
This museum’s exhibi-
t ion is  dedicated to 
peace. Between 1945 
and 1958, residents of 
Maizuru warmly wel-
comed 664,531 repatri-
ates, the majority of 
whom had been detain-
ees interned in forced-
labor camps in Siberia 
and other areas of the former USSR. Because Maizuru was the 
only repatriation point operating after 1950, it embodied the 
final hope for those longing to see their loved ones again. A total 
of 570 items from the museum are inscribed in the UNESCO 
Memory of the World Register. 

  The boathouses of Ine : Picturesque scenery 
with numerous boathouses lining the shore

A “funaya” is a quirky style of Japanese residential boathouse, 
where the ground floor acts as a sort of garage for a small 
fishing boat, with the living quarters built on the floor above. 
Around 230  of these 
u n i q u e l y - d e s i g n e d 
homes  s t radd le  the 
threshold between land 
and sea on the edge 
of the serene waters of 
Ine Bay, allowing their 
inhabitants to live in tra-
ditional homes, and in 
harmony with the sea.

 Tango Barazushi
This is a unique local 
sushi-dish made in Tan-
go that simply must be 
tried. It’s made by sprin-
kling a variety of ingre-
dients such as crumbled 
mackerel over sushi rice. 
The mackerel brings out 
the umami of the whole 
dish, which people of all 
ages love.

Based on the concept 
of “Travel Around the World in Sand,” the museum presents a 
different theme every year. All the sculptures are dismantled at 
the end of each year's exhibition, making each visit once in a 
lifetime. 

  Uradome Coast  
̶A UNESCO Global Geopark̶

A spectacular edifice sculpted by the blizzards and waves of 
the stormy Sea of Japan. Islands float in crystal-clear water. The 
Uradome Coast has long been hailed as a spot of special scenic 
beauty. See the stunning rocks, caves and cliffs up close on a 
boat ride.

  Shirakabe White Wall Storehouses  
̶A Charming Town Stroll̶

This town full of traditional buildings has been nationally listed 
as an Important Preservation District for Groups of Traditional 
Buildings. The white walls and red sekishu-gawara roof tiles of 
the storehouses form a striking and unique townscape.

It is one of the most ancient and impor-
tant shrines in Japan. People come from all over the world to 
visit the shrine and pay their respects. The main hall is desig-
nated as a National Treasure.

 Gourmet
Sakaiminato has a flourish-
ing fishing industry, blessed 
by proximity to the Sea of 
Japan. Many restaurants 
open their doors to visitors, 
serving diverse, fresh sea-
food all year around.

 Mt. Daisen
Worshiped as  a  sacred 
mountain since at least the 
8th century, Mt. Daisen is 
home to a great number 
of shrines, temples, and 
Buddha statues. Part of the 
mountain is designated as a 
National Park, and its natu-
ral beauty is well protected.

 Yuushien
A 40,000 m² Japanese-style 
garden. Visitors can walk 
through the garden and 
view many seasonal flowers 
in bloom. It is known for 
its peonies, which can be 
viewed in bloom throughout 
the year, and its homegrown 
Korean ginseng served at its 
three restaurants with views 
that overlook the garden.

 Miho Shrine

Hamada Port is 
conveniently connected to the expressway, giving tourists easy access to 
the nearby sightseeing spots.

  Iwami Kagura （Japan Heritage /  
Intangible Folk Cultural Property）

Iwami Kagura is a traditional performing art passed down 
through generations in the Iwami Region. 
Luxurious costumes, hand-stitched with gold and silver threads, 
are worn with fierce masks depicting gods and demons, com-
plementing the dynamic performance and making it popular 
with people of all ages.
The Orochi （serpent） breathes fire and smoke in the classic 
story of good triumphing over evil. The performance invites 
first-time viewers into the world of Japanese mythology as it un-
folds before their eyes. 

 Tsuwano Town
Tsuwano is a small town nestled in a valley known as the “little 
Kyoto” of the San’in region. It has the atmosphere of a castle 
town. 
Throughout Tsuwano are many places where you can explore 
the town’s history. White plaster walls and canals filled with 
carp line the pathway of the main street, vermillion-colored torii 
gates cover the path leading up to Taikodani Inari Shrine, and 
the Tsuwano castle ruins located on the hill overlooking Tsu-
wano have splendid views of the once castle town.

  Sekishu Washi 
（UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage）
Sekishu washi is Japanese paper made using the local tradi-
tional paper-making technique that uses Japanese mulberry, 
sourced locally in the Iwami Region, to give the paper its char-
acteristic strength and durability. This Japanese paper is known 
for its beauty, strength, and du-
rability which is why it is used to 
make the masks, costumes, and 
orochi (serpent) bodies used 
in Iwami Kagura. Visitors can 
partake in tours of the studios 
and workshops that use Sekishu 
washi to make masks and cos-
tumes for Iwami Kagura.

  Iwami Ginzan 
（UNESCO World Heritage Site）
The remains of the Iwami Ginzan Silver Mine are acknowledged 
for the conscientious attempts of the workers to take care of the 
natural environment while mining for silver. Iwami Ginzan was 
designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site （Cultural Heritage） 
in 2007. Scattered throughout 
the countryside are the old sil-
ver mines, the mining town, the 
roads to and from the mines, 
the port, and the port town. The 
distribution facilities, defense 
structures, and equipment can 
be found in hidden pockets re-
claimed by nature. 

  Iwami Tatamigaura Seaside 
（Nationally Designated Natural Monument）

At Iwami Tatamigaura Seaside, catch a glimpse of the world as 
it was 16 million years ago through the innumerable fossils of 
shells, whales, and other sea 
creatures that cover the shore, 
which was once the sea f loor. 
Chair-like nodules formed by 
wave erosion are scattered 
amongst the many faults and 
sea caves, ripe for exploration, 
earning this place its reputation 
as a “natural museum.”

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Y amaguchi Prefecture, located on the western tip of Japan’s Honshu 
Island, is surrounded by the ocean on three sides. Its long coasts are 

lined with ports both large and small, and heading inland, you can find 
a trove of historical and natural treasures. With its temperate climate 
and few earthquakes, Yamaguchi is a very pleasant place to live.

 Kintaikyo Bridge
This bridge was built in 1673 by the lord of the Iwakuni Domain. 
The five beautiful linked wooden arches are very impressive, 
and Kintaikyo Bridge is one of the three most famous bridges 
of Japan. As the local name Nishiki （silk brocade） suggests, the 
bridge’s splendid changing scenery can be enjoyed differently in 
each of the seasons, with cherry blossoms in spring, cormorant 
fishing and nighttime views highlighted by fireworks in summer, 
the autumnal colors of the natural forest on Mt. Shiroyama in 
fall, and blankets of snow in winter. It was even awarded two 
stars by the Michelin Green Guide Japan.

 Nishikigawa-Seiryu Line （Sightseeing Train）
This local line runs approximately 30 km along the Nishiki River.

  Itsukushima Shrine, Miyajima 
（UNESCO World Heritage Site）

Considered the peak of palatial architecture of the Heian era, Itsuku-
shima Shrine is widely regarded as one of the Three Famous Views 
of Japan.  It was registered as a World Heritage Site in 1996. It even 
earned three stars in the Michelin Green Guide Japan in 2020.

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S himonoseki is known globally as a stunning spot you must see in your lifetime. 
Located in westernmost Honshu, it serves as the entrance to the Seto Inland 

Sea. The city is blessed with a wealth of tourism resources such as beautiful views, 
valuable historical heritage, quality hot springs, and great natural beauty. Boasting 
attractive views along the strait, the city has frequently appeared at important 
stages of Japanese history.

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T he Port of Himeji is a Central International Port located in 
the coastal area of Himeji City.

Many cruise ships cruising on the Seto 
Inland Sea have called at our port, because it is located to the east of 
the Seto Inland Sea.

HIMEJI

 Himeji Castle
Himeji Castle has 400 
years of history and was 
registered as Japan’s first 
UNESCO Cultural World 
Heritage Site in 1993. 
Also called the White 
Heron Castle, a variety of 
events are held in each 
of the four seasons. Pas-
sengers of cruise ships 
calling at Himeji Port can 
take a special tour to en-
ter Himeji Castle early in 
the morning.

 Japanese traditional garden Koko-en
Koko-en is a circuit-style 
garden with ponds, con-
sisting of nine various-
sized gardens, built on 
the site of the former 
residence of the Himeji 
Domain's feudal lord. 
The garden, designed 
to preserve the land 
divisions from over 150 
years ago, offers beauti-
ful seasonal scenery.

 Engyo-ji Temple on Mt.Shosha 
After enjoying a 4-min-
ute ropeway ride to the 
top of the mountain, 
visitors find this Tendai 
sect temple, with its 
proud history of about 
1,000 years. There are 
many buildings desig-
nated as National Im-
portant Cultural Proper-
ties, and it is famous as 
a filming location for the 
Hollywood movie ,”The 
Last Samurai”, starring Tom Cruise, and various movies.

 Takeda Castle Ruins
The ruins of Takeda Castle, also known as “Castle in the Sky” or 
“Machu Picchu of Japan” because it appears to float in a sea of 
clouds. In recent years, it has gained significant popularity, at-
tracting tourists from both Japan and abroad to see its fantastic 
appearance.

 Ikuno Silver Mine
Ikuno Silver Mine, one of the 
three major silver mines in 
Japan, produced abundant 
ores from the 17th to the 
20th century. It is a valuable 
historical site that offers in-
sight into both ancient and 
modern mining.

 Mikobata Senkoujyo (Former Mikobata Mine)
Mikobata Senkoujyo was the 
largest in the East at its peak, 
as the ore dressing plant of 
the Akenobe Mine. The “Gin-
no-Bashamichi and Koseki-no-
Michi”, which connects Hime-
ji Port, Ikuno Silver Mine, and 
Mikobata, is designated as a 
Japan Heritage site.

 Ieshima Islands （Fishing Tour and Island Walk）
Ieshima, located in the Harimanada Sea in the Seto Inland Sea, 
is known for having some of the highest fish catches in Japan. 
Visitors can observe fishing activities up close from a tour boat 
and taste seasonal seafood 
on board. A guided walk 
through the port town is also 
available.

 Kankakei Gorge
The island of Shodoshima in the Seto Inland Sea is a world-
class scenic spot. The view from the ropeway is the only one in 
Japan that includes scenery of sky, sea, and a gorge at the same 
time.

 The Isamu Noguchi Garden Museum Japan
This art museum is located in the grounds of the studio where 
leading 20th century sculptor Isamu Noguchi worked. The 
studio is preserved exactly as it was during Noguchi’s life. The 
space itself is a piece of art. This gift from the great sculptor 
must be experienced to be understood.

Okayama Castle

Okayama Korakuen Garden is one of Japan’s most famous 
gardens, with a wealth of history over 300 years. Visitors can 
enjoy the various flowers located around the streams of water 
that meander throughout the garden’s greenery, all blooming at 
different times of the year. The garden was awarded 3 Michelin 
stars in 2015.

 Kurashiki Bikan Historical Quarters
Within this preserved Edo period townscape, visitors can find 
weeping willow trees and white-walled storehouses along the 
canal inside Kurashiki Bikan Historical Quarters. The Ohara 
Art Museum houses artworks from famous painters such as El 
Greco and Monet. These historical quarters were awarded 2 Mi-
chelin stars in 2015.

 Bizen Osafune Japanese Sword Museum
The Bizen Osafune Japanese 
Sword Museum is located 
in Osafune, once a major 
sword-producing region, and 
is one of very few museums 
inside Japan that specialize in 
Japanese swords. Here, visi-
tors can witness firsthand the 
production and art of these 
fine swords.

 Kojima Jeans Street
Kojima Jeans Street is attracting attention in Kojima, the sacred 
place for domestic jeans. Lo-
cal jeans manufacturers are 
lined up along the approxi-
mately 400m street. Recently, 
many tourists from overseas 
have been visiting here, as 
they can purchase the origi-
nal jeans made by the world-
famous Japan Denim brand.

 Mt.Ojigatake
The summit of Mt. Ojigatake is a spectacular spot from which 
to enjoy panoramic views of the 
Seto Ohashi Bridge and the many 
beautiful islands of the Seto Inland 
Sea. There is also a f light point 
for paragliding, and sky sports are 
popular here as well. Mt. Ojigatake 
is known as the origin point and 
sacred ground for the sport of 
bouldering in Japan, and many 
climbers visit during the peak sea-
son for numerous activities.

  Uno Port Art Site: Uno Chinu ̶ The Black 
Seabream of Uno / Yodogawa Technique│Japan

The Setouchi Triennale is held once every three years around 
Naoshima Island – a leading center for contemporary art. Uno 
Port has many works of art on exhibit and acts as a gateway to 
the other islands' venues.

O n the Seto Inland Sea, among countless beautiful islands, Uno 
Port is situated in an excellent natural location between Kobe 

and Hiroshima. Many of Japan’s　traditions and cultural arts can be 
discovered here. These include Okayama Korakuen Garden (one of 
Japan’s three most beautiful gardens), Kurashiki　Bikan Historical 
Quarters with its townscape reminiscent of the Edo period, Bizen 
Osafune Japanese Sword Museum, and Bizenyaki pottery. Naoshima 
Island, famous for contemporary art, is located 20 minutes away by 
ferry.

  Miyajima / Itsukushima Shrine  
（UNESCO World Heritage Site）
Miyajima Island boasts a unique history and culture, as well as 
a naturally preserved primeval forest. The island has the distinct 
honor of being named one of the three most beautiful scenic 
views in Japan. The vermilion lacquer of the World Heritage site 
of Itsukushima Shrine and its iconic Torii gate bring out the el-
egance of the Japan that existed almost 1,000 years ago.

  Atomic Bomb Dome / Peace Memorial 
Park （UNESCO World Heritage Site）

Known as the international city of peace, Hiroshima is a symbol 
of reconstruction. Peace Memorial Park was created in remem-
brance of precious lives lost in the atomic bombing, and to con-
vey the history of tragedy in hope that it will never be repeated. 
In addition to many monuments, the park is home to the Peace 
Memorial Museum. The Atomic Bomb Dome stands as it was 
following the bombing, reminding all who see it of the impor-
tance of peace.

 Kagura
Kagura is a form of traditional theatrical dance. Actors wearing 
expressive masks and gorgeously decorated kimonos dance and 
sing to ritual music played on drums and flutes. Traditionally, 
Japanese people performed Kagura for the Shinto gods as a ritu-
al to wish for a rich har-
vest, abundant fishing, 
or good health. There 
are  more  than 100 
kagura groups active 
in the Geihoku area. 
A total of more than 
70 performances have 
been handed down, 
and Kagura events are 
held monthly through-
out the year.

 Saijo Sake Breweries
A visit to Saijo is like a trip back in time. In a very small area, 
you will encounter some of the world’s most prestigious and 
oldest traditional black-and-white sake breweries with tall brick 
chimneys. Sake is made from rice and water. But to brew the 
best sake, both must be pure. Saijo is blessed with an abun-
dance of perfect sake brewing water from local wells that have 
been renowned for generations.

 Okonomiyaki
Hiroshima-style okonomiyaki is a mixture of flour and water spread 
out on a griddle and loaded with cabbage, bean sprouts, soba noo-
dles, meat, and egg, which is 
then cooked to perfection and 
topped with a special sauce.

Yamato Museum

  Yamato Museum 
（Kure Maritime Museum）

man torpedo “Kaiten”. The history of Kure developed along with 
the modernization 
of Japan, and the 
science and technol-
ogy of shipbuilding 
and steelmaking that 
supported its history 
have been handed 
down to the present 
day.

 JMSDF Kure Museum
The only museum in Japan that displays a real submarine out of 
water. In addition to the submarine that is open to the public, 
the history of the Japan Maritime Self-Defense Force （JMSDF） 
and minesweeper activities are also on display.

 Mitarai Townscape （Japan Heritage）
Mitarai flourished as a town known for its favorable winds and 
rising tides in which Kitamae-Bune Stopped at. In the town, many 
buildings and historic sites still retain vestiges of the mid to end 
of the Edo period, such as small and large merchant houses, tea 
houses, sailors’ inns, 
shrines and temples, 
which create a unique 
atmosphere. In 1994, 
the Mitarai District 
was designated as 
an Important Pres-
ervation District for 
Groups of Historic 
Buildings.

 Shotoen Museum
Shotoen’s buildings include Gochiso Ichibankan, where ma-
terials related to Korean envoys are displayed, Akarino Yakata, 
where lighting equipment from all over the world is displayed, 
and Tojikikan, where domestic and foreign ceramic works are 
displayed.

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M atsuyama Port is located in northwestern Shikoku, in the central part 
of Ehime Prefecture. As the gateway to the sea for Matsuyama City, 

capital of Shikoku’s most populous prefecture, it has occupied a key point on 
the Seto Inland Sea route since ancient times. In addition to linking Kyushu 
and Honshu, it has grown to become an important port for transportation and 
industry on the Seto Inland Sea. Matsuyama Port has a port area of 2,200 
hectares and a port zone of 404 hectares. The oldest districts, the Naikō and 
Takahama districts, have ferries that connect Matsuyama to Honshu, Kyushu, 
and various remote islands. In the Gaikō district, a container terminal is 
being constructed at the new Gaikō Wharf, and a seaside industrial zone is 
being developed with the aim of creating a trade hub for Shikoku and the 
Setouchi Economic Zone. Each district is being used for various purposes.

■  Dogo Onsen Honkan
Dogo Onsen is reputed to have the oldest history in Japan. 
Many people from all over the country have visited since the 
main building was reconstructed in 1894. In 1994, it was the 
first public bathhouse to be designated as an Important Cultural 
Property. In order to pass on the value of cultural assets to the 
next generation over the next 100 to 200 years, renovation and 
restoration work was carried out from January 2019 to Decem-
ber 2024 . Even during the construction, art was incorporated 
into this local hot spring resource to create vibrancy. In addition 
to  i ts  histor i -
cal and cultural 
significance, the 
D o g o  O n s e n 
Main Building 
also leverages 
art̶something 
unique among 
hot spring re-
sorts̶as a new 
tourist attraction 
to promote its 
appeal.

■  Matsuyama Castle
Matsuyama Castle is a famous castle built by Kato Yoshiaki, the 
first castle lord, who spent one quarter of a century on its con-
struction, beginning in 1602. The keep stands atop the 132-me-
ter-tall Mt. Katsu. There are several important cultural properties 
at the castle, including the gate and turret. It is home to one of 
only twelve remaining keeps and has been named one of the 100 
Fine Castles of Japan.

■  Matsuyama Ropeway Shopping Street
The Matsuyama Ropeway Shopping Street is located at the foot 
of Matsuyama Castle 
in central Matsuyama 
City. Restaurants and 
shops offering Ehime 
and Matsuyama spe-
cialties line a 500-me-
ter stretch on a street 
that connects to the 
r o p e w a y  b o a r d i n g 
area at the Shinonome 
starting point at Mat-

suyama Castle. 

■  Mitsu no Watashi（water shuttle）
Mitsu no Watashi is a ferry that connects Mitsu and Mina-
toyama in the Matusyama port district. It crosses an 80-meter 
stretch of water and is part of the Takahama municipal highway 
Route 2 (about three 
minutes  one way) . 
It was first used 500 
years ago in the Mu-
romachi period (1337-
1573)  to  t ransport 
supplies and food and 
has been essential to 
the lives of residents 
ever since.

■  Mitsuhamayaki
This familiar everyday 
fare from the Mitsu 
area of Matsuyama 
City traces its roots 
back  to  “ i ssen -yo -
shoku” (a dish similar 
to okonomiyaki) from 
before the war. It fea-
tures soba or udon 
noodles, plenty of cab-
bage, and other ingredients on top of a crepe and covered in a 
fragrant sauce that stimulates the appetite. Beef fat and pink 
fish sausage are other popular toppings in Mitsuhama. The lo-
cals also order soba or udon as a base for the crepe.

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U wajima Port is located in the southwestern part of Shikoku. More 
than 10 km of Kushima Island extends into the center of the bay 

mouth, forming a natural breakwater. When a typhoon strikes, the bay 
provides a natural harbor where boats and large ships at the coastal 
ports can be evacuated for safety. Uwajima Port was designated as an 
important port in June 1960, and businesses associated with Uwajima 
City’s main industries, such as food and feed production, are located 
directly behind the port. The Nanyo area, centered on Uwajima City, 
has a specialized primary industry, and cargo handled by the port is 
primarily marine products and plant- and animal-based feed.

■  Uwajima Castle
This castle was built in 1601 and served nine successive lords 
of the Date clan. The Tenshu (castle tower) was rebuilt by the 
second Date clan in 1666. It has become the symbol of Uwa-
jima and one of only twelve remaining castles in Japan. The 
mossy stone walls invite you into its mysterious world.

■  Yusumizugaura Terraced Fields
Yusumizugaura Terraced Fields is registered as an important 
cultural landscape in Japan. Seen from the foot of the fields, it 
looks like a huge pyramid, while on top of the hill, the beautiful 
blue skies and sea make the scenery really stand out.

The best 
modern landscaping 
techniques were uti-
lized to create a beau-
tiful garden centered 
around the upper and 
lower lakes. In 1989 it 
was chosen as one of 
the top one-hundred city parks in Japan. The park features plums, 
cherry blossoms, and irises, allowing visitors to enjoy various 
breathtaking views as the seasons change.

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Imabari Port is located almost in the center of the Seto Inland Sea, 
facing the Kurushima Strait Route, which is known for the three 

major Japan tides and the Murakami Kaizoku. In 1922, it was designated 
as the first port in Shikoku to be opened, and it has long occupied an 
important position as a key point for maritime transportation. The 
port provides access to a variety of tourist destinations, such as the 
Setouchi Shimanami Kaido, which is a sacred place for cyclists, and 
the Oyamazumi Shrine, where 40% of the armor, which is a national 
treasure and an important cultural property of the country, is preserved 
and exhibited. Local products include Imabari towels, which are 
representative products of Japan quality.

■  Shimanami Kaido Cycling Road
The Shimanami Kaido Cycling Road is a 70-km cycling route be-
tween Onomichi and Imabari. It is the first bicycle road in Japan 
that lets you cross a sea strait, which attracts cyclists from all 
over the world and allows them to enjoy beautiful scenery from 
the cycling road, with views of the many islands dotting the 
Seto Inland Sea.

■  Imabari Castle
Built by famed daimyo Todo Takatora in the early Edo period, 
Imabari Castle features moat waters that rise and fall with the 
tides, a rare sight among Japanese castles. From the top of the 
castle tower, you can gaze out at the islands in the Seto Inland 
Sea and the Ishizuchi Mountains, the highest mountain range 
in western Japan.

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K aratsu Port, known long ago as “Kara-no-Tsu” (the port leading to 
China), is a quiet port facing the Genkai Sea that flourished as a 

trading hub with the continent. It was developed as a shipping port for 
coal during the Meiji period, and was active in foreign trade during the 
Taisho period. In the eastern section of the port, which forms part of 
the Genkai Quasi-National Park, you can find Niji-no-Matsubara Pine 
Forest and Karatsu Castle, as well as many beachgoers enjoying the sands 
covering Higashi-no-Hama and Nishi-no-Hama. The green space around 
the Iki Ferry Pier, which has been in service since April 2007, was 
developed together with the port. To create a pleasant port space with 
high-quality amenities, the immediate area is now under development to 
serve as a hub for logistics, production, and recreation.

KARATSU

 Karatsu Castle 
Starting in 1602, it 
took 7 years for Tera-
sawa Shimanokami 
Hirotaka, retainer to 
Toyotomi Hideyoshi, 
to complete Karatsu 
Castle. If you imagine 
the castle as the head 
of a crane and the 
pine forest extending 
to the east and west 
as its wings, the area 
resembles a crane spreading its wings; for this reason, it is also 
known as Maizuru, or the Dancing Crane Castle. It is a popular 
place for viewing cherry blossoms and wisteria in the spring.

 Niji-no-Matsubara
Niji-no-Matsubara is a pine forest that extends along the Karatsu 
Gulf in Karatsu City, Saga Prefecture. One of Japan’s three great 
pine forests, it is designated as a special scenic spot and was se-
lected as one of the top 100 white sand beaches and green pine 
forests of Japan. It was also selected as one of Japan’s Top 100 
Roads. A part of Genkai Quasi-National Park, this forest of black 
pine trees forms an arc covering a length of 5 km （3 miles）. 
Within the forested area are some rest stops, so visitors can 
enjoy walking the path with sunlight filtering through the pine 
branches and leaves.

 Karatsu Kunchi Festival
Karatsu Kunchi Festival is an autumn festival held at Karatsu 
Shrine, said to have a 400-year history. The use of festival floats 
started in the year 1819, and now a total of 14 gorgeous floats, 
all made from Japanese lacquered papier-mache, are paraded 
through the old castle town as the procession cheers them 
on, accompanied by music played on flutes, taiko drums, and 
gongs. In 2016, this festival was registered as one of the 33 
Japanese festivals on UNESCO’s Intangible Cultural Heritage 
list. The festival floats are displayed in a special museum so 
they can be seen and enjoyed throughout the year.

 Saga Beef
Saga Beef is pro-
duced from pre-
mium domest ic 

cattle （Japanese Black cattle） and is recognized as one of the 
top beef varieties in Japan. Subject to the strict standards of 
the Japan Meat Grading Association, Saga Beef must have a 
grade of 4 or 5, placing it among the top class of the many beef 
brands across the country. It must also have a BMS （Beef Mar-
bling Standard） of 7 or higher. Its fine, beautiful texture is called 
“tsuya-sashi”（glossy marble）, and it has won high acclaim from 
diners at fine dining and gourmet restaurants all over Japan.

 The Yoshinogari Ruins
During the Yayoi Pe-
riod of Japanese his-
tory （3rd C. BC to 3rd 
C. CE）, two impor-
tant cultural develop-
ments occurred: the 
start of red-grain rice 
cultivation and the 
shift from nomad-
ism to permanent 
se t t l ements .  The 
largest of all Yayoi 
ruins excavated in 
Japan, Yoshinogari spreads throughout the Kanzaki area of Saga 
Prefecture （Kanzaki Town, Mitagawa Town, and Higashisefuri 
Village）. The Yoshinogari ruins, which were the center of an 
ancient nation-state, have proved invaluable in understanding 
the approximately 600 years of the Yayoi Period. The country of 
Yamatai, modern day Japan, was first mentioned in the Chinese 
Gishi Wajinden chronicles. Corresponding in both period and 
location, the Yoshinogari ruins are believed to represent this 
ancient country, making it a national site of special historic im-
portance. Furthermore, relics found at the site, including copper 
and bronze knives and decorative glass beads, demonstrate the 
importance of Yoshinogari from an academic perspective.

 Arita Ware / Imari Ware
Arita ware is Japanese porcelain made in the city of Arita, Saga 
Prefecture. It is also known as Imari ware because the port 
in Imari City plays a key role in its shipping. This porcelain is 
made from materials such as kaolin stone from Izumiyama and 
Amakusa, with these 
raw ingredients used 
differently depending 
on the type of porce-
lain produced.

 Glover Garden
Known as the origin of Puccini’s opera “Madam Butterfly” and 
located on a hill overlooking Nagasaki Port, this historical gar-
den is home to the former Glover Residence as well as eight 
other Western-style mansions. Enjoy the exotic elegance of the 
past in this garden filled with seasonal flowers.

 Peace Park and Atomic Bomb Museum
The Peace Statue in the Peace Park is famous worldwide as a 
symbol of Nagasaki, the city of peace. Inside the museum, a vi-
sual representation recreates the state of the city right after the 
atomic bomb blast, and various materials such as a history of 
nuclear weapons development are also on exhibit.

 Hashima （Gunkanjima）
This island flourished as the site of a coal mine from around 
1890, but was completely deserted when the mine was closed in 
1974. It was listed on UNESCO’s World Heritage List in 2015, 
and tours from Nagasaki Port are available every day to visit 
this abandoned island.

H aving opened its ports to the world in the 16th century, Nagasaki 
has Japan’s longest history of welcoming international ships. We 

are proud to introduce to you the ports in this prefecture. The port of 
Nagasaki has been a unique international port for centuries. It is also 
known as the shipyard where vessels such as the Diamond Princess were 
built, and tourists can enjoy diverse sightseeing spots within walking 
distance. The Port of Sasebo is famous for its many top-class resorts and 
the traditional pottery districts nearby. Additionally, a new international 
cruise wharf and terminal in the Uragashira area were completed in 
2020. There are 6 other ports in the prefecture, and all their varied 
historical, cultural, and natural aspects are sure to provide a wonderful 
experience and satisfy any tourist.

 Kumamoto Castle 
Kumamoto Castle is regarded as one of the three best castles in 
Japan. A famous feudal lord, Kato Kiyomasa, began construct-
ing the castle in 1601 and completed it seven years later. This 
magnificent citadel covers 980,000 square meters (approxi-
mately 9 kilometers in circumference at the time of completion) 
with a main tower, 49 turrets, 18 yagura (turreted gates), and 
29 entry gates. The Josaien shopping & restaurant complex is 
nearby.

 Suizenji Jojuen (Japanese Garden)
Suizenji  Jojuen is  a 
traditional Japanese 
garden with a tea house 
and natural spring wa-
ter. The garden was cre-
ated in 1632 by a feudal 
lord who belonged to 
the Hosokawa Family.

 Aso 
Aso is a prominent tourist destination visited by more than 10 
million people each year. One of the world’s largest volcanic 
calderas can be found here, as well as countless ways to have 
fun, ranging from relaxing hot spring bathing to experiencing 
outdoor sports such as paragliding or hot-air ballooning. At the 
center of the caldera, nestled among the Aso Gogaku (the five 
mountains of Aso), is Mt. Nakadake, an active volcano, which is 
pictured here emitting fumes.

Cape Toi in Kushima city is known as the home of Japan’s rare 
wild horses. About 100 horses called Misaki-uma live there 
without any help from humans. A visit to the cape allows you 
to see the houses up close. The combination of cape greenery 
against the backdrop of the Pacific Ocean makes for an extraor-
dinary view.

Alongside the Inohae Valley’s waterfalls, evergreen oaks and 
other trees provide stunning woodland scenery, which is best 
enjoyed on the stunning hiking course from the promenade to 
the waterfalls.

ing up sprays of water, 
200 meters long and 10 
meters wide. If you go 
further toward the ocean 
with Umagase at your 
back, you can enjoy an 
unobstructed panoramic 
view of the Pacific Ocean 
from the tip of the cape.
The Sea Cross is a fa-
mous spiritual spot in 
Hyuga. The rock split at 
a right angle forming a 
giant cross.

KAGOSHIMA

 Kagoshima（Kagoshima City, Mt. Sakurajima）
With a population of about 600,000, Kagoshima is now the 
largest city in southern Kyushu. There is an abundance of hot 
springs in the city, and visitors can also catch a glimpse of 
the world-renowned Mt. Sakurajima, an active volcano and 
the symbol of Kagoshima. Only 4 km away from the city, Mt. 
Sakurajima towers over Kagoshima Bay （also called Kinko Bay）, 
shooting billowing smoke high into the sky in a rare example 

of coexistence between a 
metropolitan area and an 
active volcano. It takes 15 
minutes by ferry to get to 
Sakurajima from Kagoshi-
ma City （the ferry operates 
round the clock）.

 Sengan-en
Constructed in 1658, Sengan-en was used as a villa by Lord 
Shimadzu Mitsuhisa, the 19th patriarch of the Shimadzu fam-
ily. It features one of the most famous gardens in Japan, known 
for its “borrowed scenery,” skillfully incorporating the backdrop 
of Mt. Sakurajima and Kinko Bay into the garden’s landscape. 
The Shuseikan Reverberatory Furnace in Sengan-en is one of 
the components of the “Sites of Japan’s Meiji Industrial Revolu-
tion: Iron and Steel, Shipbuilding, and Coal Mining,” listed as a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site in early July 2015.

 Chiran Samurai Residences
These samurai houses were built about 270 years ago. Their 
gardens are beautifully designed, with Mt. Hahaga-dake serving 
as a scenic backdrop. Other natural elements are also incorpo-
rated, making the whole area resemble a series of boxed minia-
ture Japanese gardens. Seven of the gardens are designated as 
natural scenic spots.

 Kirishima
Known for its hot springs 
and natural  grandeur, 
Kirishima was the first na-
tional park designated in 
Japan in 1934. The sacred 
Takachiho Peak is famous 
for the myth related to the 
founding of Japan. With 23 

volcanic peaks studded with craters, lakes, hot springs and plateaus, 
this national park is celebrated as one of the most magnificent in Ja-
pan. The scenery in Kirishima is attractive all year round, with azalea 
blossoms in spring, fresh green foliage in summer, blazing crimson 
leaves in autumn, and frosted trees in winter. Visitors can enjoy 
trekking and hiking in the mountains.

 Ibusuki（Ibusuki City, Natural steam sand bath）
Ibusuki is one of the most popular hot spring resorts in Japan, 
where a mild climate prevails even in winter. Hibiscus, bougain-
villea, and many other subtropical plants grow here, displaying 
bright colors of exquisite beauty. Ibusuki is home to the world’s 
one and only natural steam sand bath, whose health and beauty 
benefits attract many visitors.

Island. It is connected to mainland Kagoshima and Tanegashima 
Island by regular ferries and high-speed jetfoils. The island is cov-
ered with Yaku Sugi cedar trees. The discovery of the Jomon Sugi 
cedar, said to be 7,200 years old, along with other giant cedar 
trees, and the listing of Yakushima Island as Japan’s first World 
Natural Heritage Site in 1993, has greatly increased its interna-
tional profile and brought many tourists to its shores.

 Shiratani Unsuikyo Ravine
This ravine was featured in Hayao Miyazaki animated film Prin-
cess Mononoke. Through a mysterious ravine filled with dense, 
moss-covered rocks and crystal-clear streams, the trails lead 

through virgin for-
est dotted with odd-
looking trees.

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C onsisting of 160 islands, Okinawa is Japan’s southernmost island 
region and is located between Taiwan and mainland Japan. 

Located at the same latitude as popular resort destinations around 
the world such as Hawaii, Miami, and Cancun, it is Japan’s most 
beloved island for beach resorts. Right in the heart of Asia, Okinawa 
is geographically close to major Asian ports such as Taiwan, Shanghai, 
Jeju, Busan, Fukuoka, and Tokyo. Okinawa has five major ports 
where cruise ships of 20 tons or more can call. There are also spots on 
neighboring islands where smaller vessels such as Zodiacs can call at 
ports. As befits the southern gateway to Japan, a variety of vessels can 
call at these local ports.

 Shurijo Castle 
Shurijo was the residential castle for the king of the Ryukyu 
Kingdom and the center of politics here for roughly 450 years 
from 1429, when the Kingdom was established, to 1879, when 
Okinawa became a prefecture of Japan. The castle experience 
demonstrates the prosperity of the Ryukyu region and conveys 
the adventurous spirit of the Ryukyu Dynasty to people today. 
In 2000, the castle was designated as a World Heritage Site as 
a part of the “Gusuku Sites and Related Properties of the King-
dom of Ryukyu.”

 The Shikinaen Royal Garden
The Shikinaen Royal Garden, also known as “Nan-en,” was built in 
1799 as the second royal residence, and is the largest of its kind 
in the Ryukyu Kingdom. It was also used as a retreat to entertain 
royal families as well as “sapposhi” envoys from the Chinese 
emperor. The residence has a circuit-style garden, which allows 
visitors to enjoy diverse scenery while walking around the pond. 
The garden is 
designated both 
as a National 
Place of Scenic 
Beauty, and a 
part of “Gusuku 
Sites and Re-
lated Properties 
of the Kingdom 
of  Ryukyu,”  a 
World Heritage 
Site.

 Yachimun Street
Yachimun means “pottery” in the Okinawan language. Profes-
sional production of ceramics in Okinawa began at the Wakuta 
kiln, where Korean potters were invited from Satsuma. The royal 
government of Ryukyu combined the kilns of Chibana, Takara-
guchi, and Wakuta to form Tsuboya Yachimun-dori （Tsuboya 
Pottery Street）. The street is the birthplace of Tsuboya-yaki, one 
of the traditional crafts of Okinawa. Traditional ceramics depict-
ing shisa （traditional Ryukyuan decorations）, as well as vases 
and plates for daily use, are crafted on this street.

 Zuisen Awamori Brewery
In the past, the Kingdom of Ryukyu permitted the distilling of 
Awamori liquor in three castle towns only ̶ Sakiyama, Akada, 
and Toribori ̶ in order to maintain quality. These three towns 
were called the Sangka. The Sangka strictly controlled Awamori 
production and preserved its traditional flavor. Zuisen distills 
Awamori in the Sakiyama area, still carrying on time-honored 
traditions to cre-
ate their product. 
During a factory 
tour, visitors can 
learn about the 
600-year history 
of Awamori and 
i ts  product ion 
process.

Nakijin Castle was built around the 14th century. About the same 
size in area as Shurijo Castle, it is surrounded by beautiful curved 
walls created with the “nozurazumi” technique in which rocks 
are piled on top of one another. It is known as one of Okinawa’s 
best and most famous 
castles. In 2000, it was 
designated as a UNES-
CO World Heritage Site 
as part of the “Gusuku 
Sites and Related Prop-
erties of the Kingdom 
of Ryukyu,” which also 
includes Shurijo Castle.

 Yambaru Forests
The northern part of the Okinawa islands, known as Yambaru, 
has a diverse ecosystem, and along with Iriomote, Amami-Os-
hima Island, and Tokunoshima Island in Kagoshima prefecture, 
was registered as a World Natural Heritage site in 2021. In the 
forests of Yambaru, both endemic and rare species such as Oki-
nawa rails, Yambaru long-armed scarab beetles, and Okinawa 
woodpeckers make up a diverse ecosystem.
